I can't remember the direct -- something about he

worked at some youth facility and was able to take

weapons out of youths' hands, so why can't police

officers just do that when they handle something --

something to that. I can't remember the exact wording.

Q. But you do remember the substance of --

A. A little bit before I walked out of the room,

yes.

Q. And why did you walk out of the room?

A. Because we were actually rotating positions.

And so when I saw him is when I was coming through the

room, and I walked out.

Q. Did you know his true name at that point?

A. No.

Q. And did you know his identity as a journalist?

A. No.

Q. When did you learn that Mr. Morse was a

journalist?

He may

have been, but I don't remember that term being used

when I was sitting there.

There's nothing here

that says they're wanted for something or that charges

are going to be sought on them for something.

Q. How do you interpret this document?

A. This is more like an informational flier or

"for your information only" kind of thing.

Q. Was it your understanding that if you saw these

people at the protest, you should focus on them?

A. Not focus. Just like I said in my previous

statement, it was -- from what I understand, this was

linked to if you see these people, that's where the

protest is going to be.

Q. Do you recall a document like this ever being

distributed at a protest -- at a briefing before?

A. I don't remember. There's a lot of documents

that are given at briefings for all sorts of things.

Could or could not.

Q. Have you ever seen Christopher Cantor

identified in a document like this before?

A. I don't recall.

Q. How about Dave Id?

A. I don't recall either him -- ever seeing him

before in a document.

Q. Have you ever seen a journalist other than

David Id identified in a document like this?
